GRAIL MoonKAM

	On Saturday September 10, 2011 NASA's GRAIL mission launched. The GRAIL mission  will employ twin satellites to map the Moon's gravity field in unprecedented detail. GRAIL MoonKAM, the signature education and public outreach program for the mission, is led by Dr. Sally Ride, America's first woman in space, and her team at Sally Ride Science in collaboration with undergraduate students at the University of California San Diego. 

The satellites will carry special cameras, dubbed MoonKam, which stands for Moon Knowledge Acquired by Middle school students. During the science phase of the mission, students will send in requests for the cameras to take photos of specific 

areas on the lunar surface. The images will be posted on the Internet, and students can refer to them as they study highlands, maria and other features of the moon's topography.

Two New Ideas to Try in the Mathematics Classroom
1.
Flipping Lessons
What is Flipping the Classroom?  Simply it is using video lectures of your lessons as homework to introduce a lesson or a topic. The students watch the video at school (library?) or at home either online or on a cd, if internet access is not available.  Then students write their own notes, and jot down questions to bring to school the next day.

Classtime then is used to review notes, add a layer of information, practice together, or  work on labs. Teachers are saying that this provides more opportunity to work hands-on and address student activities and learning--not the usual lecturing students dislike.

 More and more teachers are finding that using this technique helps students with self-learning and self-assessment.  Students know that they can re-watch a video to make sure they understand it, or to answer the questions.  Students take better notes with flipping the lesson.

 Check out this video of an Algebra flipped video – Solving two step equations, with guided practice and then a self check section for students to work out in their notebooks.

Recently during a conversation with a science colleague, I learned how she used a tool similar to Facebook to connect with her students.   This is a more secure site than Facebook.   It is located at    http://www.edmodo.com



Basically it works like this: Log onto the site, sign up as a teacher, create your page and you will receive a code to give to students so they can log onto your page.  The student can use an Xbox, computer, or phone to access the site.  You can post assignments, a calendar for your classes, give extra credit assignments, grade the assignments you have posted on the site, export assignment grades to a spreadsheet, and more.  Our students are so tech savvy that this should really make a positive impact in connecting with them as learners.  Why don’t you log-on and try it out for yourself.  I discovered six teachers on my campus using this amazing tool already.

Guess Your Birthday!


�
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Here's a fun trick. Tell the person (or class) to think of their birthday...and that you are going to guess it.


Step 1) Have them take the month number from their birthday: January = 1, Feb = 2 etc.�Step 2) Multiply that by 5�Step 3) Then add 6�Step 4) Then multiply that total by 4�Step 5) Then add 9�Step 6) Then multiply this total by 5 once again�Step 7) Finally, have them add to that total the day they were born on. If they were born on the 18th, they add 18, etc.


Have them give you the total. In your head, subtract 165, and you will have the month and day they were born on!


How It Works: Let M be the month number and D will be the day number. After the seven steps the expression for their calculation is:


5 (4 (5 M + 6 ) + 9 ) + D = 100 M + D + 165


Thus, if you subtract off the 165, what will remain will be the month in hundreds plus the day!
