A Message from the Middle 





	The fall semester has flown by fast and furious so Christmas break has been a time for some rest and relaxation. The first order of math business, however, was to respond to an invitation from the TEA.  With the passage of House Bill 3 during the 81st legislative session in 2009, TAKS at grades 3-8 will be replaced with new assessments starting in 2011-2012.  


(Wouldn’t you know it- just when we finally have a good handle on the TAKS test the time has come to change it again!)  The TEA’s Assessment Division is assembling educator committees to meet and discuss the test design for the new assessment program.  The committees will discuss the revised TEKS that incorporate the college and career readiness standards as well as a proposed new focus for the assessment program. I was invited to participate on the 7th grade committee and quickly sent my acceptance notice for the meeting.  My committee will meet February 18th immediately prior to the spring conference.  


	In the meanwhile I have spent some time researching the changes that are fast approaching.  The revised secondary math TEKS were adopted by the SBOE in January of 2009. An updated copy of the math TEKS can be found at � HYPERLINK "http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/rules/tac/chapter111/index.html" ��http://ritter.tea.state.tx.us/rules/tac/chapter111/index.html�.


There were no changes made for 6th grade, 3 edited TEKS are shown for 7th grade, and 2 edited TEKS as well as 1 new TEK were made for 8th grade. These revised TEKS are currently being implemented and clarifying activities will be made available in the future. Math TEKS professional development will be delivered in summer 2010 for 5th-8th grades and algebra.  These changes will result in new assessment blueprints, reference materials, and information booklets. Standards for grades 3-8 assessments are planned for fall 2012.  TEA correspondence to superintendents dated September2, 2009 indicates that field testing for 3-8 mathematics will be embedded with TAKS tests in 2011. 


	 I would encourage each of you to stay abreast of changes in our state education system by subscribing to both the math listserv and the student assessment listserv by going to � HYPERLINK "http://www.tea.state.tx.us/list" ��www.tea.state.tx.us/list�.  You will receive important information that helps you to stay up to date in developments in both math and TAKS testing in general. 


	On a lighter note I would like to wish each of you a great spring semester and close with a couple of questions to share with your students.
